Day 1: Budapest (Hungary)

BUDAPEST, HUNGARY – EMBARKATION. Board the ship for your <i>Christmas Markets on the
Danube</i> cruise.

BUDAPEST. Today you have the opportunity to visit both the Buda (hilly) and Pest (flat) sides of the
Danube River. Start on the Buda side, following your guide through the city’s Castle District where
you will marvel at the fairytale turrets of Fisherman’s Bastion, gaze upon the breathtaking
panorama below and see Matthias Church, renowned for its striking tower and colorful mosaic
roof. You will also visit the city’s famed Christmas Markets. For a more active tour, hike to
Budapest’s Castle Hill. In the afternoon, explore the treasures of Pest, admiring the colossal
Hungarian Parliament Building, Heroes’ Square and the moving “Shoes on the Danube Bank”

Day 3: Bratislava (Slovakia)

Alternatively, join a morning walking tour through Linz’s old
city center and by the Mozart House, where he composed the Linz Symphony in only three days, as
well as visit Linz’s Christmas Markets. Or you can go on a guided bike tour through Linz and along
the city’s famed “Culture Mile” and the Danube River. (B,L,D)
