Day 4: Riidesheim am Rhein (Germany)

For a more active
adventure, hike through the town'’s beautiful vineyards or join a guided bike tour along the scenic
Rhine River to Schloss Johannisberg. Later in the day, let Siegfried’s Mechanical Instrument
Cabinet charm you or taste one of the town'’s special delights, Riidesheimer coffee, ceremoniously
made with brandy, coffee and whipped cream.
