The Apollotempel houses a statue of the
ancient Greek god of light and the arts, playing the lyre; and the most spectacular, the Tirkischer



Garten with a mosque, are a few of the many highlights you will see. For those seeking a more
active adventure, hike the historic Philosopher’s Path along the Neckar River or join a guided bike
tour along the Neckar River to the medieval town of Ladenburg. (B,L,D)</p>
