Day 1: Budapest (Hungary)

If
you prefer to connect with nature, journey to the town of Cobenzl where you will embark on a hike
through the famed Vienna Woods that inspired a waltz composed by Johann Strauss Il. Later in the
day, explore Vienna at your leisure.
