After your tour, enjoy free time exploring the picturesque village of Melk, one
of Europe’s great cultural heritage sites. Or for the more active cruise, take a guided bike tour
through the picturesque Wachau Valley. Sail to Krems, where you will enjoy a special wine tasting
at Schloss Gobelsburg, formerly a Cistercian monastery, one of the oldest wineries in Austria. Visit
this beautiful castle and have the opportunity to tour their cellars, learning more about the
traditional methods drawn from historical wine-making practices, as well as tasting some
traditional Austrian wines.
