Day 6: Regensburg (Germany)

REGENSBURG. Explore Regensburg, one of Germany’s best preserved medieval cities and a
UNESCO World Heritage Site, on a guided walking tour showcasing the city’s architectural
highlights, including the Old Town Hall and the Porta Praetoria, gates to an ancient Roman fort built
in 179 A.D. As an alternate option, sample some of Bavaria’'s specialties—beer, sausage and
pretzels; or bike to Walhalla where you'll see the neoclassical white marble temple inspired by the
Parthenon in Athens.

Or you can take a guided tour of the city’s WWII history, including a visit
to the infamous Zeppelin Field, a museum built on the site of former Nazi rallies and the site of the
Nuremberg Trials when not in session. Alternatively, savor traditional Franconian specialties by
sampling famously delicious Nuremberger Bratwurst, Rot bier (red beer) and Lebkuchen
