Alternatively, join a full-
day excursion to the charming Czech mountain town of Český Krumlov, where you can stroll its
cobblestone streets; marvel at the city’s picturesque Baroque and Renaissance-style buildings; and
tour Krumlov Castle, one of Europe’s largest castle complexes.

For a more
active adventure, hike up to Bratislava Castle, offering magnificent views of the city, or journey
further from the seat of your bike on a guided cycling tour. If you prefer exploring the world through
your tastebuds, join a special “Tastes of Slovakia” tour to sample traditional flavors from the
region, including local beer.

In the evening, head up to the Sun Deck or stroll
around town, delighting in the way Budapest’s magnificent landmarks illuminate against the night
sky.
