Day 1: Budapest (Hungary)

<p>BUDAPEST, HUNGARY — EMBARKATION. Arrive in Budapest and board the luxurious

During
the afternoon, you can visit the 900-year-old Melk Abbey situated high atop the granite cliffs of the
Danube; or get active with either a bike tour from Krems to Spitz or a hiking adventure in Spitz.
During the evening, be treated to an exclusive wine tasting experience where you'll enjoy some of
the region’s famous wines, including Griiner Veltliner and Riesling. (B,L,D)</p>
