Day 1: Budapest (Hungary)

<p>BUDAPEST, HUNGARY – EMBARKATION. Arrive in Budapest and board the luxurious
AmaMagna. This evening, meet your fellow travelers at the Welcome Dinner. (D)</p>

Day 2: Budapest (Hungary)

<p>BUDAPEST, HUNGARY. Home to several UNESCO World Heritage Sites, including the Buda
Castle quarter in CastleHill and Heroes’ Square, Budapest offers an unmatched combination of
culture and tradition.

Visegrád hills and some of Hungary’s oldest settlements, including Esztergom, Visegrád and
Szentendre. Nature, culture and history intertwine into a picturesque sight as the Danube River
turns into a sharp bend.

Day 3: Bratislava (Slovakia)

opportunity to visit Bratislava’s charming Christmas Market. Or join a special “Tastes of Slovakia”
tour. For a more active adventure, hike up to Bratislava Castle, offering magnificent views of the
city.

Stroll along Dürnstein’s
cobblestone streets to the Baroque Stiftskirche, with its famed church tower on a walking tour. For
a more culinary-focused experience in Dürnstein, enjoy an apricot liqueur and brandy tasting and
special apricot treats from a local boutique. Those who wish a more active adventure of the area
can hike to historic Dürnstein Fortress or cycle from Krems to Dürnstein and back for lunch. During
the afternoon, you can visit the 900-year-old Melk Abbey situated high atop the granite cliffs of the
Danube; or get active with either a bike tour from Krems to Spitz or a hiking adventure in Spitz.
During the evening, be treated to an exclusive wine tasting experience where you’ll enjoy some of
the region’s famous wines, including Grüner Veltliner and Riesling. (B,L,D)</p>
