Enjoy walking through the iconic UNESCO World
Heritage “La Petite France” district, which appears to have been lifted straight from the pages of a
fairytale. Wander through these charming streets and past the Cathédrale de N6tre Dame with its
famous astronomical clock. For the active adventurer, you can take a guided bike ride through this
captivating city and Parc de I'Orangerie. Later in the afternoon, be treated to a special Alsatian wine
tasting of some of the region’s most delicious and notable wine. Discover how the Vosges
Mountains provide the Alsace with ideal wine making conditions, and as such, Alsatian wines are
not only delightful on the palate, but they’re also highly praised for their fragrant aromas, ranging
from bright and fruity to crisp and spicy. (B,L,D)</p>

Alternatively, you can visit one of Germany’s oldest cities, Speyer, known for the largest
Romanesque cathedral in Europe—a UNESCO World Heritage Site—and the medieval Altportel, Old
Gate. Later in the day, sail to Rlidesheim where you can visit Siegfried’s Mechanical Instrument
Cabinet; or taste one of the town'’s special delights, Rlidesheimer Coffee, ceremoniously made with
brandy.
