Day 1: Vilshofen (Germany)

Day 3: Linz (Austria)

the second largest in all of Bohemia. Alternatively, join a morning walking tour through Linz’s old
city center and by the Mozart House, where he composed the Linz Symphony in only three days, as
well as visit Linz’s Christmas markets. Or participate in a guided bike tour along the Danube River.
In the afternoon, embark on a journey into the fascinating world of whiskey distillation on an
exciting guided tour.

Day 4: Weissenkirchen (Austria)

excursion to a local winery where you can sample some of the Wachau Valley’s finest wine.
