Alternatively, join a full-day excursion to the charming Czech
mountain town of Český Krumlov, where you can stroll its cobblestone streets; marvel at the city’s
picturesque Baroque and Renaissance-style buildings; and tour Krumlov Castle, one of Europe’s
largest castle complexes.
