Day 5: Krems (Austria)

<p>Krems – SPITZ, AUSTRIA. Enjoy your morning in the lovely Baroque village of Dürnstein. Stroll
along Dürnstein’s cobblestone streets to the Baroque Stiftskirche, with its famed church tower on a
walking tour. For a more culinary-focused experience in Dürnstein, enjoy an apricot liqueur and
brandy tasting and special apricot treats from a local boutique. Those who wish a more active
adventure of the area can hike to historic Dürnstein Fortress or cycle through Krems. During the
afternoon, visit the 900-year-old Melk Abbey situated high atop the granite cliffs of the Danube; or
get active with either a bike tour along the Danube or a hiking adventure in Spitz. During the
evening, be treated to an exclusive wine tasting experience where you’ll enjoy some of the region’s
famous wines, including Grüner Veltliner and Riesling. (B,L,D)</p>

route to Salzburg, stop at Mondsee, home of the Basilica St. Michael, where the famous wedding



scene in the movie was filmed. You may also choose to join a full-day excursion to the charming
Czech mountain town of Český Krumlov, where you can stroll its cobblestone streets; marvel at the
city’s picturesque Baroque and Renaissance-style buildings; and tour Krumlov Castle, one of
Europe’s largest castle complexes. Following these full-day excursions, you may also choose to
take a brief walking tour in Linz. Alternatively, join a walking tour through the old city center of Linz
and by the Mozart House; or bike along the city’s famed “Cultural Mile” and the Danube. (B,L,D)</p>
