Later in the
day, enjoy a scenic sailing to Seurre. Alternatively, visit Clos de Vougeot, a wall-enclosed vineyard
and savor the flavors of the regional wines. (B,L,D)</p>

Alternatively, embark on a guided bike tour along the Sadne River and witness captivating sites
such as the lock controlling the river's access to the Rhone-Rhine Canal. Or choose to visit the
stunning Chateau d’Arcelot, with elements dating back to the 13th century. The Chateau d'Arcelot
blends medieval religious structures, neoclassical architecture, and even a Chinese pavilion into a
fascinating architectural marvel. (B,L,D)</p>
