Day 1: Cape Town (South Africa)

<p>ARRIVE IN CAPE TOWN, SOUTH AFRICA. Situated amidst majestic mountains and lined with
pristine beaches, Cape Town has a rich cultural heritage with extraordinary attractions. After being
greeted at the airport by an AmaWaterways representative, transfer to your Cape Town hotel. Get
to know your Tour Director and fellow travelers at the Welcome Reception.

Day 2: Cape Town (South Africa)

first rounded in modern times in 1488 by the Portuguese in their attempt to establish trade in the
Far East and still a significant landmark for sailors today. Visit Boulders Beach, home to thousands
of African penguins, and then be treated to lunch with drinks overlooking beautiful False Bay.
