Day 1: Johannesburg (South Africa)

After lunch in the garden, visit the Giraffe Centre, home to the endangered Rothschild
giraffes. Next is a visit to the Karen Blixen Museum on the site of a former coffee plantation. Blixen,
a renowned author, wrote her nonfiction memoir Out of Africa, reflecting on her life in Kenya. Enjoy
the evening at your leisure. (B,L)</p>

<p>NAIROBI-AMBOSELI. This morning, a short flight transports you to Amboseli, an area known for

its large elephant herds and spectacular views of 19,341-foot (5,895-meter) Mount Kilimanjaro. The
name Amboseli comes from the Maa word meaning “salty, dry place.” Your destination is Tortilis



Camp, where you will spend the next two nights in a luxury tent. In the afternoon, you're invited to
join a game drive. (B,L,D)</p>
