Day 1: Marigot (Saint Martin (French part))

In this vibrant city
uncover distinctive treasures in the historic downtown shopping region, photograph the brightly
painted wooden houses, and feast on unique cuisine with French and Creole influences. </p></p>

Day 4: Charlestown (Saint Kitts and Nevis)

sand, the island is dotted with Georgian-style buildings, remnants of sugar plantations and casual,

Don’t miss Fort Napoleon, a
significant historical site with incredible views of one of the islands.   </p></p>
