fresh fish, Gaeta is best known for Montagna Spaccata (Split Mountain), a natural sea grotto and
11th century sanctuary. According to local legend, the miraculous rock split was created when God
sent a lightning bolt that formed three giant cracks in the mountain, which dramatically plunges

Effortlessly chic, Porto Cervo draws those who
appreciate the finer things in life—from glamorous hotels and designer boutiques to exceptional
dining and vibrant nightlife. Porto Cervo's marina is packed with opulent yachts and is the host of
prestigious sailing events such as the Maxi Yacht Rolex Cup. Despite its reputation for luxury, Porto
Cervo hasn’t lost its unmistakable Sardinian charm and is surrounded by jaw-dropping natural
