Delos is also believed
to be the birthplace of the Greek god Apollo and his twin sister, Artemis. In the afternoon, you’ll sail
on to the island of Mykonos.

streets lined with shops, cafés and restaurants. The iconic Windmills of Mykonos, situated on a hill
overlooking the town, are another must-see attraction.</p></p><p><strong>Included
Excursion</strong><br /><span>Guided tour of Delos<br />Set foot on a journey to the sacred
island of Delos, a cradle of ancient Greek mythology and a UNESCO World Heritage Site.

According to local legend, Patmos is also famous for being where
the Apostle John wrote the Book of Revelation and this is why it’s often referred to as the ‘Island of
the Apocalypse’ and is today, a UNESCO World Heritage Site. Explore the island’s capital, Chora, an
enchanting place revealing whitewashed buildings and narrow cobblestone streets lined with
traditional Greek tavernas and shops.

After, drive to the historic village of Chora, the island’s capital home to
the 11th-century Monastery of Saint John the Theologian. From the Monastery, stroll through
Chora’s charming winding cobbled streets to the house of Simandiris where you will enjoy a unique
experience, exploring the interior of a traditional Patmian home.<br />Activity Level:
