Here, you can indulge in therapeutic mud baths and
sulphur springs, as well as admire Saint Lucia’s iconic pair of lava domes, Gros Piton and Petit
Piton – a UNESCO World Heritage Site. Be sure to sample the delicious local cuisine, savouring
everything from green figs and salt fish to traditional callaloo soup made with fresh crab or
shrimp.</p></p>

Day 4: Martinique (Martinique)

<p><p>Home to around 5,000 inhabitants, the village of Saint-Pierre was once almost wiped off the
map in under two minutes during an eruption of the Mount Pelée volcano in 1902. In more recent
years, Saint-Pierre (also known as ‘Little Paris’) has been named as the 101st ‘City of Art and
History’. A visit to Saint-Pierre will allow you to discover a few remnants of Martinique’s colonial
history: the old theatre, the ruins of the island’s fort and the dungeon of Cyparis, as well as the
wonderful community that it is today, facing a gorgeous bay and nestled in the foothills of Mount
Pelée.</p></p>
