Today, it's a modern park- and flower-filled city with a unique blend of
historic and contemporary architecture. Koblenz is particularly charming in spring, with pleasant
weather and the surrounding vineyards bursting into life.</p></p><p><strong>Included
Excursion</strong><br /><span>Orientation Walk of Koblenz </span><span>Join your local guide
for an insightful walking tour of Koblenz, passing examples of architecture that survived the war
years, including the Church of Our Lady.

War Il. Look out for the twin spires of its Gothic cathedral, known locally as the Kolner Dom.<br
/><br />Later, you'll arrive in the vibrant city of Diisseldorf. With its innovative architecture, high-end
art scene and passion for fashion, Diisseldorf is one of the country’s
