Day 1: Basel (Switzerland)

Mainz is known for its vibrant cultural scene, from museums and theatre to fun festivals and
outdoor concerts. The town is famous as the birthplace of Johannes Gutenberg, who invented the
first printing press and manufactured his first books in the 15th century, including the Gutenberg
Bible.<br /><br />Later in the afternoon, you'll dock in Riidesheim, a captivating city known for its
authentic atmosphere and traditional appeal. Here, in the home of cuckoo clocks, oompah bands,
and Bavarian beer, the Rhineland's charm is found around every corner. Ridesheim is also at the
heart of the Rhine wine region, which is famous for its Riesling and Pinot Noir

This invigorating walk is the perfect
way to finish your day and connect with the stunning landscape of the Rhine
Valley.</span></p><p><strong>EmeraldPLUS</strong><br /><span>Wine visit and tasting at
Schloss Johannisberg<br />Set in the breathtaking Rheingau region, the legendary Schloss
Johannisberg is steeped in history, cultivating exquisite wine for over 1,000 years. Set over 50
hectares (123 acres) in front of the Taunus mountains, it was the first Riesling winery in the world
and produces wooden barrels from its onsite 121 hectare (300 acre) forest of native oak. On this
