Day 10: Mainz (Germany)

Mainz is known for its vibrant cultural scene, from museums and theatre to fun festivals and
outdoor concerts. The town is famous as the birthplace of Johannes Gutenberg, who invented the
first printing press and manufactured his first books in the 15th century, including the Gutenberg

You’ll also
learn more about its most notable resident,
Gutenberg</span></p><p><strong>DiscoverMORE</strong><br /><span>Visit to Eberbach Abbey &
wine tasting (extra expense)<br />Founded in 1136 by St. Bernard of Clairvaux, Eberbach Abbey is
one of the best-preserved medieval monasteries in the Rheingau and is home to the largest
medieval vineyard in Germany. During your visit, you can indulge inthe local Riesling wine tasting,
experiencing the vibrant flavours of the region. Please note, this activity runs at the same time as
the included tour.<br />Activity level: Easy, Duration: 3 hours</span></p>

Day 11: Strasbourg (France)

<p><p>This morning, you will discover Strasbourg, the medieval capital of France’s Alsace Region.
Set on the border between France and Germany, the city is a unique blend of cultures, which can be
seen in its architecture, language and food. The World Heritage-listed centre is threaded with
beautiful canals lined with traditional buildings and the breathtaking Strasbourg Cathedral, which
stood as the tallest building in the world for more than 220 years.</p></p><p><strong>Included
Excursion</strong><br /><span>Hidden treasures of Strasbourg<br />Discover the city’s charm on
a walking tour through Petite France, featuring storybook canals, half-timbered houses, and the
covered bridges.

It centres around the hilltop St Stephen’s
Cathedral, an impressive Romanesque-Gothic structure that dominates the skyline and can be seen
from a great distance.</p></p><p><strong>Included Excursion</strong><br /><span>Spend a
magical morning in nearby Colmar, on the French side just across the border. As you walk down
the cobblestone lanes, it’s easy to imagine the characters from the Grimm’s Fairy Tales here, with
half-timbered façades adorned with window boxes full of colourful

/>Travel upstream to Steinenstadt and board a canoe to paddle along the quiet waters of the Upper
