This revolutionised the way books were
produced in this period.</p></p><p><strong>Included Excursion</strong><br /><span>Guided tour
of Mainz<br />During your guided city tour, explore the Old Town to admire the sandstone
cathedral, medieval market squares and well-preserved, half-timbered houses. From your guide,

/><span>Visit to Eberbach Abbey (extra expense)<br />Visit Eberbach Abbey, one of the best-
preserved medieval monasteries in the Rheingau Region. Founded in 1136 by St. Bernard of
Clairvaux, it was once one of the most active monasteries in Germany, boasting the largest
medieval vineyard in the country. As a major filming location for the 1986 film 'In the Name of the
Rose', adapted from Umberto Eco's thrilling novel of the same name, Eberbach is a must-see.
Today, the abbey continues its winemaking tradition, producing exquisite wines. During your visit,
you'll have the opportunity to indulge in a Riesling wine tasting, experiencing the vibrant flavours of
the region. Please note, this tour operates at the same time as your included tour.</span></p>
