The town is famous as the birthplace of Johannes Gutenberg, who invented the
first printing press and manufactured his first books in the 15th century, including the Gutenberg
Bible.<br /><br />Later in the afternoon, you’ll dock in Rüdesheim, a captivating city known for its
authentic atmosphere and traditional appeal. Here, in the home of cuckoo clocks, oompah bands,
and Bavarian beer, the Rhineland's charm is found around every corner. Rüdesheim is also at the
heart of the Rhine wine region, which is famous for its Riesling and Pinot Noir

This historical landmark overlooks the scenic Rhine Valley and was
built in the late 1800s to commemorate the Unification of

and produces wooden barrels from its onsite 121 hectare (300 acre) forest of native oak. On this
