Day 1: Nuremberg (Germany)

<p><p>Narrow cobblestone streets, graceful arcades and the aroma of freshly baked gingerbread,
a local delicacy, welcome you to Passau. This picturesque city has been shaped by the surrounding
rivers over the years, sitting at the confluence of the Danube, Inn and Ilz. Known as the City of
Three Rivers, this memorable destination is dominated by large squares, romantic lanes and the
towering St Stephens Cathedral, considered to be the largest Catholic church organ in the
world. </p></p><p><strong>Included Excursion</strong><br /><span>Bavarian beer experience<br
/>Learn about the rich German tradition of brewing and the local folklore that shaped the region’s
beer culture. Hear how the techniques have been passed down through generations and the role
beer plays in local festivals and celebrations. Enjoy a tasting of a regional beer and discover the
flavours that make it unique to the area. </span></p><p><strong>EmeraldACTIVE</strong><br
/><span>Hike to Veste Oberhaus<br />Set off on a guided hike around Passau, catching sights of
the Mariahilf, a place of pilgrimage at St. Severin, an ancient church dating back to
the Ottonian Dynasty. Follow the trail to the Veste Oberhaus, a 13th-century fortress that’s one of
Europe’s largest preserved castle complexes offering spectacular
views.</span></p><p><strong>DiscoverMORE</strong><br /><span>Bavarian Countryside
Experience (additional expense)<br />Gain a fascinating insight into the life of local Bavarian
farmers during a visit to a working farm.

listed town of Ceský Krumlov. This quaint Czech town has one of the best-preserved ancient
centres in Europe, with more than 300 protected medieval buildings and an iconic castle complex.
Enjoy a guided tour of the area, including the 15th-century St. Vitus’ Church and a series of
delightful Gothic façades, each taking you back to the Middle
Ages.</span></p><p><strong>DiscoverMORE</strong><br /><span>Excursion to Mauthausen
Concentration Camp (extra expense)<br />Discover the history of one of Nazi Germany’s largest
concentration camps on a guided tour.

Day 4: Melk (Austria)

<p><p>Arrive in Melk early this morning. Situated within Austria’s amed Wachau Valley, the
county’s premier wine-growing region, Melk is home to a 900-year-old World Heritage-listed
Benedictine abbey. A charming and compact port, it's filled with flower-lined laneways, colourful
buildings and sprawling green spaces.</p></p><p><strong>Included Excursion</strong><br
/><span>Tour of Melk Abbey<br />Explore this ancient abbey today on an included tour. Your guide
will take you through a series of opulent rooms, each adorned with the finest Italian Baroque
architecture and ornate gold leaf walls, including the ancient monastic library, renowned for its
extensive collection of medieval
manuscripts.</span></p><p><strong>EmeraldACTIVE</strong><br /><span>Guided bike tour
along the Danube<br />Enjoy an active guided bike ride along the Danube from Melk to Spitz,
passing famous vineyards and quaint towns before settling down for a picnic on the riverbanks. E-
bikes will take you smoothly along the 30km route through picturesque surroundings including a
relaxing break for a refreshing drink along the way.</span></p><p><p>Later, continue on to Spitz, a
charming wine village known for its beautiful vineyards, medieval architecture and ornate churches.

Enjoy an exclusive evening
concert at one of Vienna’s most beautiful concert halls, with favourites such as the ‘Blue Danube
Waltz’ and the Radetzky March. A complimentary glass of sparkling wine on arrival adds to the

Day 6: Vienna (Austria)

<p><p>Set at the crossroads of ancient trade routes in the heart of Europe, the Slovakian capital of
Bratislava, is a place where Baroque palaces, boutiques and cafés adorn medieval cobblestone
streets. At the same time, the complex history of Communism can be found in its Brutalist
landmarks and military monuments.</p></p><p><strong>Included Excursion</strong><br
/><span>Walking tour of Bratislava<br />Enjoy a sightseeing tour, including the enchanting Old City
or hike to Bratislava Castle. Your local guide will take you through the heart of the city. Pass by the
botanical gardens of the Episcopal Summer Palace, the Old Town Hall and its delightful
Renaissance courtyard and the Slovak National Theatre, where busts of famous composers adorn
the façade. After your tour, enjoy free time to explore at
leisure.</span></p><p><strong>EmeraldPLUS</strong><br /><span>Local Slovakian
entertainment on board<br />Relax on board in the Horizon Lounge as you listen to local saloon
orchestra Afrodite, comprised of five women playing classical arrangements of pop music,
evergreens, musical and movie melodies in traditional Slovakian
dress.</span></p><p><strong>EmeraldACTIVE</strong><br /><span>Guided hike to Bratislava
Castle<br />This active excursion begins at the port of Bratislava, passing the monumental building
of the Slovak National Theatre and continuing on to the extensive riverside promenade.

Gothic St. Martin's Cathedral, the most famous sacral building in Bratislava, climb the hill to
Bratislava castle for panoramic views, see St Michael’s Gate and walk through the main
square.</span></p><p><strong>DiscoverMORE</strong><br /><span>Skoda tour of Post-
Communist Bratislava (extra expense)<br />On this truly insightful tour of Bratislava in a Skoda car,
you’ll learn about life during the Communist era through real personal stories from your guide and
enjoy some local authentic refreshments from this time. This off-the-beaten-track tour brings alive
the story of Bratislava in the turbulent 20th century.<br />Activity level: Easy, Duration: 2
hours</span></p><p><strong>DiscoverMORE</strong><br /><span>Carpathian Wine route (extra
expense)<br />Explore the viticultural towns of the Small Carpathian Wine Route, including the
vineyards of Vinosady and a family run winery in Senkvice.

Once
the royal seat of Hungary, Esztergom is rich in history and religious heritage. Later, cruise to
Budapest, where your ship will be docked
overnight.</p></p><p><strong>EmeraldPLUS</strong><br /><span>Tour of Esztergom Basilica
and Wine tasting<br />Visit the monumental Esztergom Basilica, the largest church in Hungary,
known for its vast dome and panoramic views over the Danube.

Gothic Grand Market, Budapest's largest and most expansive indoor market, where you'll have time

royal past on a visit to Gödöllö, home to one of the country’s most beautiful baroque palaces. Once
the favourite retreat of Emperor Franz Joseph and Empress Sisi, the palace offers a rare glimpse
into the personal lives of the Habsburgs. End your visit with a delightful Hungarian cake tasting.<br
/>Activity level: Easy, Duration: 4 hours</span></p><p><strong>DiscoverMORE</strong><br
/><span>Jewish heritage tour (extra expense)<br />On this thoughtful tour, your local guide will
introduce you to some of the most significant Jewish events from history that have shaped
Budapest's culture. You will see the buildings that once played important roles in the flourishing
Jewish trade that existed prior to World War II. In Pest, the 'Shoes on the Danube' memorial stands
as a striking reminder of what happened to the Jewish communities in Budapest during

/><span>Excursion to Szentendre<br />Visit the picturesque village of Szentendre, where
cobblestone streets evoke a Mediterranean atmosphere that has inspired many artists. Take a
walking tour through the pedestrian city centre to admire the Baroque architecture, churches,
colourful houses and narrow, cobbled streets. The main square, Fo Tér, and the alleyways around it
are lined with art galleries, museums and
shops.</span></p><p><strong>DiscoverMORE</strong><br /><span>Retro tour of post-
Communist Budapest (extra expense)<br />Explore Budapest in an original way with this unique
driving tour in a Communist-style vehicle. This panoramic sightseeing tour of the city will show you
important sites from its Communist past, like the House of Terror on Andrássy street, Hero Square,
Podmaniczky Street (where you can still see the World War II bullet holes in the walls), and St.
Stephen’s Basilica, before visiting the Retro Museum.<br />Activity level: Easy, Duration: 2.5
hours</span></p><p><strong>DiscoverMORE</strong><br /><span>Etyek uncorked (extra



expense)<br />Just outside Budapest, Etyek is a tranquil wine region celebrated for its distinctive
varieties. Wineries here mix old traditions with modern methods, and you’ll stroll through
picturesque vineyards before visiting an historic cellar to enjoy a tasting of six local wines and
traditional pogacsa bread.<br />Activity level: Easy, Duration: 3.5
hours </span></p><p><strong>DiscoverMORE</strong><br /><span>Budapest by night (extra
expense)<br />See how Budapest shines when the sun goes down. Take a moonlit tour along the
Danube, crossing illuminated bridges and admiring the dazzling lights of the city. The majestic
castle area on the hills of Buda is enchanting. Then visit the vibrant downtown area
to witness some of the city’s legendary nightlife.<br />Activity level: Easy, Duration: 1.5
