architecture and a world-renowned arts festival. The city also played a significant role in the French
Revolution, resulting in several violent conflicts.</p></p><p><strong>Included
Excursion</strong><br /><span>Guided tour of Avignon<br />Explore the World Heritage-listed
highlights that adorn Avignon'’s ancient town centre, as you venture down its cobbled alleyways.

You'll even get to paddle beneath the famous Pont d’Avignon, a medieval
landmark.</span></p><p><strong>DiscoverMORE</strong><br /><span>Guided tour of the Pont
du Gard (extra expense)<br />In the heart of Provence, the World Heritage-listed Pont du Gard
aqueduct is one of humankind’s great masterpieces. This three-level Roman aqueduct is 275
metres long and 48 metres high, and served as an aqueduct until the sixth century. Later, it was
used as a toll gate, before being transformed into a road bridge. As well as marvelling at this
wonderful feat of engineering, you'll visit the small Roman town of Uzes, ideal for exploring and

Home to
traditional Lyonnaise cuisine, bustling food markets and more than 20 Michelin-starred
restaurants, you'll be able to experience an array of cultural and culinary
delights.</p></p><p><strong>Included Excursion</strong><br /><span>Guided tour of
Lyon </span><span>Enjoy a guided coach tour of Lyon, starting at Fourviéres Hill to view the
ancient Roman Theatre. Pass by the Romanesque and Byzantine Basilica of Notre-Dame
de Fourviere, an impressive building that strayed away from the popular Gothic models of the same
period. Join your guide on a walk through the city’s hidden passageways (called traboules) and

over the standard city tour, meet your local guides for an e-bike discovery. Ride to the green lungs
of the city, the famous Parc de la Téte d'Or, which was inaugurated in 1857, the same year as
Central Park in New York. The largest urban park in France, it contains an impressive collection of
more than 15,000 species of plants. The tour will take in the Téte d'Or park, zoo and greenhouses,
former vet school and courthouse, and the Confluence district if requested. Take note that guests
must be in good shape and confident

to Pérouges (extra expense)<br />Located on a small hill overlooking the Ain River valley north of
Lyon, the medieval walled town of Perouges is known for its wine and weaving. Considered one of
the most beautiful villages in France, it’s filled with cobblestone streets and fascinating buildings.
Starting from the upper gate, you'll see the 15th-century fortified church, the former home of the
princes of Savoy, the main street ‘Rue des Rondes’, a 33-metre-deep well and the Maison du
Sergent de Justice, with its round tower.<br />Activity Level: Moderate, Duration: 3.5
hours</span></p><p><strong>DiscoverMORE</strong><br /><span>Lyon by Night (extra
expense)<br />Experience Lyon in a whole new light as the city comes alive after dusk.
