Set out on a walking tour, which includes exploring the postcard-worthy galleries and
arcades that adorn Plaza Mayor. You'll also have the opportunity to see Casa de las Conchas, a
building that has been lovingly decorated with more than 300 shells, and Salamanca's university,
one of the oldest universities in Europe, dating back to
1218.</span></p><p><strong>EmeraldPLUS</strong><br /><span>Tuna music band in
Salamanca<br />The tradition of ‘tuna music’ dates back to the 13th century, arising from poor



university students who would sing in the streets to raise money for their tuition. It showcases a
powerful tradition of academic and social life in Spain, with performers dressing in distinctive
clothing, including capes with colourful ribbons to represent their school. Enjoy a performance of
this unique music from a local group.</span></p>
