Situated on the Main River, this
Franconian city is celebrated for its stunning architecture, vibrant culture and historical
significance. </p></p><p><strong>Included Excursion</strong><br /><span>Walking tour of
Würzburg and a visit to the Bishop’s Residence<br />The architects behind the World Heritage-
listed Würzburg Residence drew inspiration from a spectrum of different styles, including Viennese
Baroque and secular features from Italy, but it was heavily damaged during World War II.
