Day 3: Avignon (France)

seven successive Popes between 1309 and 1377. It's most famous for the World Heritage-listed
Palais des Papes, as well as other glorious medieval architecture and a world-renowned arts

Later, it was
used as a toll gate, before being transformed into a road bridge. As well as marvelling at this
wonderful feat of engineering, you'll visit the small Roman town of Uzés, great for exploring and
enjoying some great food in the local restaurants.<br />Activity Level: Easy, Duration: 4.5
hours</span></p><p><strong>DiscoverMORE</strong><br /><span>Visit to Chateauneuf du Pape
with wine tasting (extra expense)<br />The appellation of Chateauneuf du Pape is one of the most
famous in France, known for its warm red blends and creamy whites.

Day 5: Tournon-sur-Rhéne (France)

including a set of ancient watchtowers and a lush botanic garden. Part of the Rhéne Valley, the
village is surrounded by vineyards producing some of the world’s finest

Tournon </span><span>Join your local guides on a walk through Tournon as they unveil
fascinating local history and offer insight into the traditions of viticulture. Admire its Roman ruins
and Renaissance monuments, then marvel at the world's oldest suspension bridge with cables.

Nestled in the heart of Burgundy, Beaujolais is famous for its vibrant, fruit-forward wines,
particularly the Beaujolais Nouveau. Visit a local vineyard, learn about the winemaking process, and
sample a selection of wines that capture the essence of this picturesque region. Whether you're a
seasoned wine connoisseur or a casual enthusiast, this tasting offers a fascinating introduction to
the world of Beaujolais.</span></p>

Day 7: Lyon (France)

<p><p>France’s third-largest city, Lyon, is a former Roman capital and steeped in

history. It's considered the gastronomic heartbeat of the country thanks to its rich culinary heritage,
abundant fresh produce and famous local chefs. Home to traditional Lyonnaise cuisine, bustling
food markets and more than 20 Michelin-starred restaurants, you'll be able to experience an array
of cultural and culinary delights.</p></p><p><strong>Included Excursion</strong><br
/><span>Guided tour of Lyon<br />Enjoy a guided coach tour of Lyon, starting at Fourvieres Hill to
view the ancient Roman Theatre. Pass by the Romanesque and Byzantine Basilica of Notre-Dame
de Fourviére, an impressive building that strayed away from the popular Gothic models of the same
period. Join your guide on a walk through the city’s hidden passageways (called traboules) and
admire the Renaissance-era houses.</span></p><p><strong>EmeraldACTIVE</strong><br
/><span>Guided e-bike tour of Lyon<br />For guests who prefer an active excursion over the
standard city tour, meet your local guides for an e-bike discovery. Ride to the green lungs of the
city, the famous Parc de la Téte d'Or, which was inaugurated in 1857, the same year as Central Park
in New York. The largest urban park in France, it boasts an impressive collection of over 15,000



plant species. The tour will take in the Téte d'Or park, zoo and greenhouses, former vet school and
courthouse, and the Confluence district if requested. Take note that guests must be in good

shape and confident cyclists.</span></p><p><strong>DiscoverMORE</strong><br
/><span>Excursion to Pérouges (extra expense)<br />Located on a small hill overlooking the Ain
River valley north of Lyon, the medieval walled town of Perouges is known for its wine and weaving.
Considered one of the most beautiful villages in France, it’s filled with cobblestone streets and
fascinating buildings. Starting from the upper gate, you'll see the 15th-century fortified church, the
former home of the princes of Savoy, the main street ‘Rue des Rondes’, a 33-metre-deep well and
the Maison du Sergent de Justice, with its round tower.<br />Activity Level: Moderate, Duration: 3.5
hours</span></p><p><strong>DiscoverMORE</strong><br /><span>Lyon by Night (extra
expense)<br />Experience Lyon in a whole new light as the city comes alive after dusk. Stroll
through illuminated streets, where centuries of history blend with modern vibrancy. From the
glowing facades of Old Lyon to the shimmering reflections on the Saéne, every corner tells a story.
Marvel at the breathtaking view from Fourviére Hill, where the cityscape sparkles beneath the starry
sky. Discover the charm of the World Heritage-listed Presqu'ile, the city’s central district, filled with
beautifully lit squares and fountains. Let the enchanting atmosphere of Lyon by night leave you
spellbound.<br />Activity Level: Easy, Duration: 2 hours</span></p>
