Day 3: Mâcon (France)

produced here, particularly the world-famous Beaujolais Nouveau. The Beaujolais wine region is
renowned for its vibrant, fruity wines produced with the Gamay grape variety. The extensive
planting of Gamay grapes makes Beaujolais, one of several regions across the world that focus
solely on a single grape variety. Red wine accounts for 99 percent of the total wine production in

Later, it was used as a toll gate before
transforming into a road bridge. On this fascinating guided tour, you’ll also visit the small Roman
town of Uzès. Explore the circular streets that once protected the medieval castle and sample
some of the region’s exceptional cuisine in the local restaurants.</span></p>

The high, rocky pinnacle of Château-Fortress des Baux extends to the
southwest of the village and reveals incredible views from the hilltop. </span></p>
