/><span>Hike to Veste Oberhaus<br />Set off on a guided hike around Passau, catching sights of
the Mariahilf, a place of pilgrimage at St. Severin, an ancient church dating back to the Ottonian
Dynasty. Follow the trail to the Veste Oberhaus, a 13th-century fortress that's one of Europe’s
largest preserved castle complexes and offers spectacular

expense)<br />Eating, drinking and making music together is a huge part of everyday Bavarian life.
Join a local guide and learn about the 800-year-old history of Passau beer and the Bavarian Tavern
traditions in a fun and entertaining way.

Enjoy an exclusive evening
concert at one of Vienna's most beautiful concert halls, with favourites such as the ‘Blue Danube
Waltz’ and the ‘Radetzky March’. A complimentary glass of sparkling wine on arrival adds to the

Pass by the
botanical gardens of the Episcopal Summer Palace, the Old Town Hall and its delightful
Renaissance courtyard and the Slovak National Theatre, where busts of famous composers adorn
the fagade. After your tour, enjoy free time to explore at
