It is surrounded by sloping vineyards famous for their
white wines, particularly the unique silvaner variety and the distinctive bocksbeuter rounded
bottles. Nestled in the heart of the Old Town, you'll find an enchanting Christmas market. Steeped
in 19th-century beginnings, more than 100 wooden stalls showcase seasonal decorations and
delectable treats, all coated by the soft glow of Christmas lights. A traditional mug of glihwein, a
hot red wine infused with spices, is the best way to fight off the chill of a cold
day.</p></p><p><strong>Included Excursion</strong><br /><span>A walking tour of Wiirzburg and
visit to the Bishops Residence<br />The architects behind the World Heritage-listed Wiirzburg
Residence drew inspiration from a range of different styles, including Viennese Baroque and
secular features from lItaly, which was heavily damaged during World War Il.
