<p><p>France’s third-largest city, Lyon, is a former Roman capital and steeped in
history. It's considered the gastronomic heartbeat of the country thanks to its rich culinary heritage,
abundant fresh produce and famous local chefs. Home to traditional Lyonnaise cuisine, bustling
food markets and more than 20 Michelin-starred restaurants, you'll be able to experience an array
of cultural and culinary delights. </p></p><p><strong>Included Excursion</strong><br
/><span>Guided tour of Lyon<br />Enjoy a guided coach tour of Lyon, starting at Fourvieres Hill to
view the ancient Roman Theatre. Pass by the Romanesque and Byzantine Basilica of Notre-Dame
de Fourviére, an impressive building that strayed away from the popular Gothic models of the same
period. Join your guide on a walk through the city’s hidden passageways (called traboules) and
admire the Renaissance-era houses. </span></p><p><strong>EmeraldACTIVE</strong><br
/><span>Guided e-bike tour of Lyon<br />For guests who choose an active excursion over the
standard city tour, meet your local guides for an e-bike discovery. Ride to the green lungs of the
city, the famous Parc de la Téte d'Or, which was inaugurated in 1857, the same year as Central Park
in New York. The largest urban park in France, it boasts an impressive collection of more than
15,000 plant species. The tour will take in the Téte d'Or park, zoo and greenhouses, former vet
school and courthouse, and the Confluence district if requested. Take note that guests must be

/><span>Excursion to Pérouges (extra expense)<br />Located on a small hill overlooking the Ain
River valley north of Lyon, the medieval walled town of Perouges is known for its wine and

weaving. Considered one of the most beautiful villages in France, it’s filled with cobblestone streets
and fascinating buildings. Starting from the upper gate, you'll join a guided walking tour to see

the 15th-century fortified church, the former home of the princes of Savoy and the main street ‘Rue
des Rondes’, a 33-metre-deep well and the Maison du Sergent de Justice, with its round tower.<br

Day 5: Macon (France)

<p><p>Founded by the Celts and developed by the Romans, Macon is at the heart of the Beaujolais
wine region. The extensive planting of Gamay grapes makes Beaujolais one of just a few regions
on the planet to focus on a single grape variety. It's also worth noting that red wine accounts for
99% of its total wine production. Relax as you cruise along the Sa6ne River until you reach the
lovely town of Macon. This could be a good time to explore what your Emerald Star-Ship has to
offer, like the Sun Deck, putting green and indoor swimming pool with retractable

rooftop. </p></p><p><strong>Included Excursion</strong><br /><span>Beaujolais wine tasting<br
/>Experience the flavours of the renowned Beaujolais region with a guided wine tasting. Nestled in
the heart of Burgundy, Beaujolais is famous for its vibrant, fruit-forward wines, particularly the
Beaujolais Nouveau.

Later, it was
used as a toll gate before being transformed into a road bridge. As well as marvelling at this
wonderful feat of engineering, you'll visit the small Roman town of Uzes, ideal for exploring and
enjoying some great food in the local restaurants.<br />Activity Level: Easy, Duration: 4.5
hours</span></p><p><strong>DiscoverMORE</strong><br /><span>Visit to Chateauneuf du Pape
with wine tasting (extra expense)<br />The appellation of Chateauneuf du Pape is one of the most
famous in France, known for its warm red blends and creamy whites.
