Day 1: Amsterdam (Netherlands)

<p><p>Known as the ‘Pearl of the Romantic Road’, Wiirzburg, is the centre for grape-growing, the
product of the sloping vineyard-laden hills which surround the former capital of Franconia. The
architects behind the UNESCO World Heritage-listed Wiirzburg Residence drew inspiration from a
spectrum of different styles, including Viennese Baroque and secular features from Italy, but it was
heavily damaged during WWII. Enjoy learning about how this impressive building was restored to

For almost 150 years, the Old Town Hall was the
seat of parliament. Dating back to the 13th century, it consists of the Town Hall Tower, the Imperial
Chamber building, and the Town Hall. Wander the streets with your guide, as the romantic narrow
alleys of the UNESCO World Heritage-listed Old Town enable you to live through the city’s
history.</p><p>The main highlight of your tour will be the 12th-century Stone Bridge, a medieval
structure crossing the Danube. Enjoy time to explore Regensburg at leisure after your guided tour
or return to your Star-Ship for some peace and tranquillity. Later today, enjoy a traditional Bavarian
