Day 1: Amsterdam (Netherlands)

More than a hundred half-
timbered stalls are swathed in light, streaming down from the twinkling canopy of bulbs that criss-
crosses above.</p><p>In Cologne’s many Christmas markets, you’ll find glittering ornaments,
artisans creating handcrafted goods and freshly baked produce, including lebkuchen, a beloved
round or heart-shaped type of gingerbread that usually includes honey, cardamom, or candied fruit.
Enjoy drinking mulled wine from a festive mug as you soak in the views of what is arguably one of
