Made up of over 50 buildings, this impressive complex
includes a three-winged residential building with an attached chapel, four pavilions separated by a
road, some smaller utility buildings, and an impressive garden. This evening, in one of the palace’s
most beautiful rooms, you’re invited to attend an exclusive private classical
concert.</span></p><p><strong>DiscoverMORE</strong><br /><span>Entrance to the Casino
(extra expense)<br />Step into a world of elegance and intrigue with a visit to the legendary Casino
Baden-Baden, considered one of Europe’s most beautiful and historic gaming houses.
