Day 1: Mainz (Germany)

Mechanical Music Cabinet Museum. Located in a 15th-century knight's tower, complete with
vaulted ceilings and painted frescoes, the quirky museum is home to a collection of more than 350
mechanical musical instruments and rare music

Today, it's a modern park - and
flower-filled city with a unique blend of historic and contemporary architecture.<br /><br />Later,
cruise through the World Heritage-listed Rhine Gorge, exemplifying the extraordinary beauty of an
area that left the philosophers and artists of the German Romanticism movement entranced. Look
out for the iconic Lorelei Rock, where a beautiful siren is said to have lured sailors with her

/>lmmerse yourself in the fairytale surrounds of Koblenz on this guided walking tour. You'll see the

Day 6: Strasbourg (France)
