Today, it's a modern park-
and flower-filled city with a unique blend of historic and contemporary
architecture.</p></p><p><strong>Included Excursion</strong><br /><span>Walking tour of
Koblenz<br />Immerse yourself in the fairytale surrounds of Koblenz on this guided walking tour.
You'll see the city’s highlights, including the twin-towered fagade of the Church of Our Lady, the
point at which two of Europe’s great rivers meet at the German Corner, and Ehrenbreitstein
Fortress, one of the largest preserved fortresses in
Europe.</span></p><p><strong>EmeraldACTIVE</strong><br /><span>Guided e-bike tour in
Koblenz<br />Discover Koblenz and the surrounding area on two wheels. Cycle along the banks of
the Rhine, cross over bridges, pass the city’s most famous sights, and admire pretty villages and
vineyards enroute.</span></p><p><strong>DiscoverMORE</strong><br /><span>Eltz Castle visit
(extra expense)<br />Perched on a rocky outcrop in the Eltz Forest, Burg Eltz is considered one of
the most magical castles in Germany.

Museum</span><span>Ride the local mini train to Siegfried’s Mechanical Music Cabinet Museum.
Located in a 15th-century knight's tower, complete with vaulted ceilings and painted frescoes, the
quirky museum is home to a collection of more than 350 mechanical musical instruments and rare
music boxes.</span></p><p><strong>EmeraldPLUS</strong><br /><span>Legends on the
Rhine<br />Join us in the Horizon lounge for a fascinating lecture on the Legends of the Rhine
River, where you'll be transported into a world of myth, folklore and history as you cruise through
the Rhine Gorge.
