Although there is no clear evidence that
links Vlad the Impaler (Dracula) to Bran Castle, much of the myth surrounding Prince Vlad is true.
Dracula ruled this extraordinarily beautiful place for a couple of decades in the 15th century. Rising
above on a rocky hilltop, Bran Castle visit is sure to amaze with its remarkable architecture and
