Your local guide will take you on a tour of the spectacular 900-
year-old Benedictine abbey, including its ancient monastic library and medieval manuscripts saved

Maze-like romantic lanes weave
through the city, opening up into large squares and magical promenades adorned with classical
boutiques.</p><p>This afternoon, join your local guide for a tour of Passau and discover a
peppering of delightful Baroque buildings, some of which date back to the 17th century. Stop to
admire the silhouette of the hilltop Oberhaus Fortress and witness St. Stephen’s Cathedral, home
