Today, you'll be fascinated watching the heavy commercial traffic navigating this
important waterway, where upwards of 1,800 vessels transit each day. Relax on board, taking in the
everchanging vistas of mangroves, cargo barges and local fishing boats. Tonight, you'll dock in the
heart of Ho Chi Minh City, where you can admire the city lights; due to Vietnamese customs
regulations, you'll not be permitted to venture ashore.</p></p>
