Cobblestone streets and
graceful arcades welcome you in the beautiful city of Passau.<br /><br />Return for lunch on board
and an afternoon peacefully cruising along the Danube.</p></p><p><strong>Included
Excursion</strong><br /><span>Guided tour of Passau<br />On this morning’s walking tour, stroll
through streets lined by Baroque buildings dating back to the 17th century and look at the Gothic
Town Hall, Bishop’s Residence and St. Stephen’s Cathedral, a wonderful example of Baroque
architecture and home to the largest church organ in

centuries of history. Tracing its origins to Roman times and early medieval rulers such as
the Babenbergs, this vibrant town charms with its blend of stunning Baroque architecture,
wonderful river views and rich cultural heritage.<br /><br />Later, cruise through the UNESCO World
Heritage-listed Wachau Valley before arriving in Dürnstein, one of the most enchanting villages in
the Wachau wine region.</p></p><p><strong>EmeraldACTIVE</strong><br /><span>Guided e-bike
tour along the Danube<br />Enjoy an active guided e-bike ride along the Danube from Melk to
Dürnstein, passing famous vineyards and quaint towns before settling down for a picnic on the
riverbanks. E-bikes will take you smoothly along the 30km (18.64 mile) route through picturesque
surroundings including a relaxing break for a refreshing drink along the
way.</span></p><p><strong>EmeraldACTIVE</strong><br /><span>Guided hike to Dürnstein
Castle<br />Hike to Dürnstein Castle, the site where Richard the Lionheart was imprisoned after
returning from the Crusades. Conquer the challenging yet rewarding trail, taking in the spectacular
panoramas of the river and surrounding countryside from the
peak.</span></p><p><strong>EmeraldPLUS</strong><br /><span>Göttweig Abbey with Organ
Recital<br />Explore this ancient abbey today on a special tour. Part of the UNESCO World
Heritage-listed landscape since 2000, it’s one of Austria's most important Benedictine abbeys and
attracts visitors from all over the world. Built in 1083, it continues to serve as a spiritual centre in
the heart of Lower Austria and is run by a community of around 34 monks. End your visit with a
private recital in the abbey’s church – a truly once-in-a-lifetime experience.</span></p>

boasts contemporary buildings, housing the work of some of the world’s most prolific
artists. </p></p><p><strong>Included Excursion</strong><br /><span>Art tour of
Vienna, including Kunsthistorisches Museum<br />Discover the creative heart of the city on an art
tour that showcases its world-class galleries and museums, including
the Kunsthistorisches Museum — Austria’s largest and one of the most celebrated art institutions
in the world. </span></p><p><strong>EmeraldACTIVE</strong><br /><span>Guided e-bike tour of
Vienna<br />Embark on a guided e-bike tour of Vienna to Danube Island.

At the same time, the complex history of Communism can be found
in its Brutalist landmarks and military monuments.</p></p><p><strong>Included
Excursion</strong><br /><span>Walking tour of Bratislava<br />Enjoy a sightseeing tour, including
the enchanting Old City or hike to Bratislava Castle. Your local guide will take you through the heart
of the city. Pass by the botanical gardens of the Episcopal Summer Palace, the Old Town Hall and
its delightful Renaissance courtyard and the Slovak National Theatre, where busts of famous
composers adorn the façade. After your tour, enjoy free time to explore at
leisure.</span></p><p><strong>EmeraldACTIVE</strong><br /><span>Guided hike to Bratislava
Castle<br />This active excursion begins at the port of Bratislava, passing the monumental building
of the Slovak National Theatre and continuing to the extensive riverside promenade.

Excursion</strong><br /><span>Guided coach tour of Budapest<br />Enjoy a guided tour of the
city with your local guide this morning. Explore the World Heritage-listed centre, travelling through
the chapters of architecture through the ages from Romanesque to Baroque and classical façades.
See the Liberty Statue, Heroes’ Square and the Buda Castle district, before a walking
tour showcases Matthias Church and the Fisherman’s
Bastion.</span></p><p><strong>EmeraldPLUS</strong><br /><span>Traditional Hungarian
folklore show on board<br />This evening, enjoy a lively Hungarian folk dancing and music

/><span>Etyek Uncorked (extra expense)<br />Just beyond Budapest, Etyek presents a tranquil
wine region celebrated for its distinctive wines. The region’s climate and soil are ideal for
cultivating varieties like Chardonnay, Sauvignon Blanc and Pinot Noir. Wineries here mix old
traditions with modern methods, and visitors can stroll through cellar-lined streets and enjoy
vineyard views. Enjoy a guided walk through the vines, step inside a historic cellar, and sample the
region’s acclaimed wines.</span></p><p><strong>DiscoverMORE</strong><br /><span>Jewish
heritage tour (extra expense)<br />During this thoughtful tour, your local guide will introduce you to
some of the most significant Jewish events that have shaped Budapest's culture. See the buildings
that once played important roles in the flourishing Jewish trade that existed prior to World War II. In
Pest, the 'Shoes on the Danube' memorial stands as a striking reminder of what happened to the
Jewish communities in Budapest during wartime.</span></p>
