Day 1: Budapest (Hungary)

<p><p>Welcome to Budapest, one of the most cosmopolitan cities in Eastern Europe. Here, you'll
be met at the airport and transferred to the comfortable surrounds of your Emerald Star-Ship,

Day 2: Budapest (Hungary)



<p><p>Wake in Budapest this morning. The Hungarian capital is divided by the iconic Danube
River, with Buda and Pest on either side. They can be reached via the Chain Bridge, one of the city’s
most symbolic structures.</p></p><p><strong>Included Excursion</strong><br /><span>Guided
coach tour of Budapest<br />Enjoy a guided tour of the city with your local guide this morning.
Explore the World Heritage-listed centre, travelling through the chapters of architecture through the
ages from Romanesque to Baroque and classical façades. See the Liberty Statue, Heroes’ Square
and the Buda Castle district, before a walking tour showcases Matthias Church and the
Fisherman’s Bastion.</span></p><p><strong>EmeraldACTIVE</strong><br /><span>Hike to Gellert
Hill<br />Strap on your walking shoes for a beautiful hike up to the World Heritage-listed site of
Gellért Hill. On your walk, take in the stunning views of the Danube River and the city’s
architecture. You’ll pass landmarks like Várkert Bazaar and beautifully landscaped gardens, making
this an unforgettable experience in Budapest.</span></p>

Day 3: Bratislava (Slovakia)

<p><p>Bordering Austria and Hungary, the Slovakian capital is yours to discover today. Set at the
crossroads of ancient trade routes in the heart of Europe, Bratislava is a place where Baroque
palaces, boutiques and cafés adorn medieval cobblestone streets. At the same time, the complex
history of Communism can be found in its Brutalist landmarks and military
monuments.</p></p><p><strong>Included Excursion</strong><br /><span> Walking tour of
Bratislava<br />Your local guide will take you through the heart of the city or on a hike to Bratislava
Castle. Pass by the botanical gardens of the Episcopal Summer Palace, the Old Town Hall and its
delightful Renaissance courtyard and the Slovak National Theatre, where busts of famous
composers adorn the façade. After your tour, enjoy free time to explore at
leisure.</span></p><p><strong>EmeraldACTIVE</strong><br /><span>Guided hike to Bratislava
Castle<br />This active excursion begins at the port of Bratislava, passing the monumental building
of the Slovak National Theatre and continuing to the extensive riverside promenade. Admire the
Gothic St. Martin's Cathedral, the most famous sacral building in Bratislava, climb the hill to
Bratislava Castle for panoramic views, see St Michael’s Gate and walk through the main
square.</span></p><p><strong>EmeraldPLUS</strong><br /><span>Home-hosted coffee and
cake with a Slovakian family<br />Be invited into the home of a local Slovakian family to learn
about their culture over coffee and cake.

Day 5: Dürnstein (Austria)

<p><p>Stop in enchanting Dürnstein this morning, from where you’ll get to visit one of Austria’s
most important Benedictine abbeys, and active excursions can show you more of the surrounding
countryside<br /><br />Later, relax on the Sun Deck as you cruise through the World Heritage-listed
Wachau Valley and on to Melk, nestled in the heart of the Wachau wine region. Tracing its origins
to Roman times and early medieval rulers such as the Babenbergs, this vibrant town charms with
its blend of stunning Baroque architecture, wonderful river views and rich cultural
heritage.</p></p><p><strong>EmeraldACTIVE</strong><br /><span>Guided hike to Dürnstein
Castle<br />Hike to Dürnstein Castle, the site where Richard the Lionheart was imprisoned after
returning from the Crusades. Conquer the challenging yet rewarding trail, and you’ll be able to take
in the spectacular panoramas of the river and surrounding countryside from the

tour. Part of the UNESCO World Heritage-listed landscape since 2000, it’s one of Austria's most
important Benedictine abbeys and attracts visitors from all over the world. Built in 1083, it
continues to serve as a spiritual centre in the heart of Lower Austria and is run by a community of
around 34 monks. End your visit with a private recital in the abbey’s church – a truly once-in-a-
lifetime experience.</span></p>

Day 6: Passau (Germany)

<p><p>Situated on the confluence of the Danube, Inn and Ilz rivers, Passau is a postcard-worthy
destination that has been shaped by the surrounding waterways. Maze-like romantic lanes weave
through the city, opening into large squares and magical promenades adorned with classical
boutiques.</p></p><p><strong>Included Excursion</strong><br /><span>Guided tour of
Passau<br />On this morning’s walking tour, stroll through streets lined by Baroque buildings
dating back to the 17th century and look at the Gothic Town Hall, Bishop’s Residence and St.
Stephen’s Cathedral, a wonderful example of Baroque architecture and home to the largest church
organ in Europe.</span></p><p><strong>EmeraldACTIVE</strong><br /><span>Guided e-bike tour
along the River Inn<br />Alternatively, those feeling active can join a picturesque e-bike tour along
the River Inn, one of the three rivers converging in
Passau.</span></p><p><strong>DiscoverMORE</strong><br /><span>Bavarian traditions (extra
expense)<br />Experience the enchanting Bavarian Forest on this unique tour, featuring a visit to
the renowned Arnbruck Weinfurtner glass village. Nestled in the heart of nature, you’ll witness
master glassblowers transform molten glass into exquisite works of art.</span></p>

Day 7: Regensburg (Germany)

<p><p>Cruise the fascinating Main-Danube Canal to Regensburg today. As you continue down the
Danube, one of Germany’s best-preserved medieval cities welcomes you with two millennia of
history. Despite its ancient past, modern-day Regensburg has a relaxed atmosphere, its streets
made lively by the high population of university students.<br /><br />Return for lunch on board and
an afternoon peacefully cruising along the Danube. Later tonight, enjoy a waltz dance class on
board.</p></p><p><strong>EmeraldACTIVE</strong><br /><span>Guided e-bike tour to Walhalla
monument<br />Those feeling more active can join an e-bike tour to the Walhalla monument, which
towers high above the slopes of the Danube. From here, you’ll enjoy a fascinating view of the river

The highlight of your tour will be the 12th-century Stone Bridge, a medieval
structure crossing the Danube. Followed by a Bavarian sausage tasting experience at a local
