Heritage-listed Wachau Valley before arriving in Dirnstein, one of the most enchanting villages in
the Wachau wine region.</p></p><p><strong>EmeraldACTIVE</strong><br /><span>Guided e-bike
tour along the Danube<br />Enjoy an active guided e-bike ride along the Danube from Melk to
Dirnstein, passing famous vineyards and quaint towns before settling down for a picnic on the
riverbanks.

Explore the World Heritage-listed centre, travelling through
the chapters of architecture through the ages from Romanesque to Baroque and classical facades.
See the Liberty Statue, Heroes’ Square and the Buda Castle district, before a walking

tour showcases Matthias Church and the Fisherman'’s
