Johannisberg Winery. Set in the breathtaking Rheingau region, the legendary Schloss Johannisberg
is steeped in history, cultivating exquisite wine for over 1000 years. The first Riesling winery in the



world, at Schloss Johannisberg, discover a unique wine culture and fabled history during this
exclusive tour. Set over 50 hectares in front of the Taunus mountains, the onsite 300-acre forest
grows native oak to make the wooden barrels used for producing this exemplary wine. These extra-
special barrels are then kept in the 900-year-old abbey cellar, known as ‘Bibliotheca Subterranea’,
where over 25,000 precious wines are stored. Alternatively for those who feel particularly active
after sailing time, you may participate in an active hike through vineyards to the historical
Niederwalddenkmal Monument.</p><p>Later in the afternoon, you will have the opportunity to join
your Activity Manager on a hike in Sankt Goar, although a small town, it holds the magnificent
Rheinfels Castle ruins that gaze over the
