Afterwards, your local guide will take you to Baba Vida, a fortress that was originally constructed at
the turn of the 10th century and is known for being one of only a handful of beautifully preserved

in Dürnstein. </p><p>In the afternoon we arrive in Dürnstein; a small town nestled in the heart of
the Wachau wine region. You'll have the chance to hike to the medieval ruins of Dürnstein Castle,
the site where King Richard I was held prisoner following his return from the Third Crusade, and
part of the UNESCO World Heritage-listed Wachau Cultural Landscape, a place peppered with
