Day 1: Budapest (Hungary)
<p><p>Welcome to Hungary and the ‘Pearl of the Danube,’ Budapest. You'll be met at the airport
and then transferred to the stylish surrounds of your Emerald Star-Ship, where your friendly captain

Day 2: Budapest (Hungary)

divided by the iconic Danube River, with Buda and Pest on either side. They can be reached via the

Excursion</strong><br /><span>Budapest tour with Grand Market visit<br />Explore Budapest’s
cobbled medieval quarter today on a coach tour through the World Heritage-listed city centre. Your
guide will teach you about the Hungarian capital's culinary scene, and the tour will finish at the neo-
Gothic Grand Market, Budapest's largest and most expansive indoor market, where you'll have time
to explore on your own.</span></p><p><strong>EmeraldACTIVE</strong><br /><span>Hike to
Gellert Hill<br />Strap on your walking shoes for a beautiful hike up to the World Heritage-listed site
of Gellert Hill.

Day 3: Bratislava (Slovakia)

<p><p>This morning, relax on board your Emerald Star-Ship as you cruise into the capital of
Slovakia, Bratislava. This graceful nation became an independent country in 1993, and since then,
Bratislava has flourished as a new capital and made a name for itself as a cultural centre. Set at
the crossroads of ancient trade routes in the heart of Europe, it is a place where Baroque palaces,
boutiques and cafés adorn medieval cobblestone streets. At the same time, the complex history of
Communism can be found in its Brutalist landmarks and military
monuments.</p></p><p><strong>Included Excursion</strong><br /><span>Walking tour of
Bratislava<br />Enjoy a sightseeing tour, including the enchanting Old City or hike to Bratislava
Castle. Your local guide will take you through the heart of the city. Pass by the botanical gardens of
the Episcopal Summer Palace, the Old Town Hall and its delightful Renaissance courtyard and the
Slovak National Theatre, where busts of famous composers adorn the fagade. After your tour,

Marvel at the Renaissance-style
arches that adorn the fagades of the Opera House, the Baroque Burgtheater and the Flemish Gothic
Parliament before enjoying time to explore Vienna at
leisure.</span></p><p><strong>EmeraldACTIVE</strong><br /><span>Guided e-bike tour of
Vienna<br />Embark on a guided e-bike tour of Vienna to Danube Island.

Enjoy an
exclusive evening concert at one of Vienna's most beautiful concert halls, with favourites such as
the ‘Blue Danube Waltz’ and the Radetzky March. A complimentary glass of sparkling wine on

Day 5: Weissenkirchen (Austria)

<p><p>Dock in Weissenkirchen, a picturesque village in the Wachau Valley.<br /><br />Later,
continue on to Melk.<br /><br />Situated within Austria’s famed Wachau Valley, the county’s
premier wine-growing region, Melk is home to a 900-year-old World Heritage-listed Benedictine
abbey. A charming and compact port, it is filled with flower-lined laneways, colourful buildings and
sprawling green spaces</p></p><p><strong>Included Excursion</strong><br /><span>Tour of
Melk Abbey<br />Explore this ancient abbey today on an included tour. Your guide will take you
through a series of opulent rooms, each adorned with the finest Italian Baroque architecture and
ornate gold leaf walls, including the ancient monastic library, renowned for its extensive collection
of medieval manuscripts.</span></p><p><strong>EmeraldACTIVE</strong><br /><span>Guided e-
bike tour along the Danube River<br />Enjoy an active guided e-bike ride along the Danube from
Melk to Weissenkirchen passing famous vineyards and quaint towns before settling down for a
picnic on the riverbanks.

Afterwards, try your
hand at long-bow archery on the Renaissance-era shooting range and enjoy freshly baked

Enjoy a guided tour of the area, including the 15th-century St. Vitus’ Church and a series of
delightful Gothic fagades, each taking you back to the Middle
Ages.</span></p><p><strong>DiscoverMORE</strong><br /><span>Excursion to Mauthausen
Concentration Camp<br />Discover the history of one of Nazi Germany’s largest concentration
camps on a guided tour.

This memorable destination is dominated by large
squares, magical promenades and romantic lanes.</p></p><p><strong>Included
Excursion</strong><br /><span>Bavarian Countryside Experience<br />Gain a fascinating insight
into the life of local Bavarian farmers during a visit to a working farm. Afterwards, enjoy a tasting of
their fresh produce and gourmet specialties, like cheese, cold meats, bread and

/>Set off on a guided hike around Passau, catching sights of the Mariahilf, a place of pilgrimage at
St. Severin, an ancient church dating back to the Ottonian Dynasty.
