Day 1: Budapest (Hungary)

<p><p>This morning, enjoy a guided tour of Gottweig Abbey with wine tasting, a true treasure
overlooking the UNESCO World Heritage-listed Wachau Valley. Visible from great distance, it's one
of Austria's most important Benedictine abbeys and attracts visitors from all over the world and
provides epic panorama views.</p><p>Afterwards, your Star-Ship will sail through the fascinating
Wachau Valley, part of the UNESCO World Heritage-listed Wachau Cultural Landscape, and on to
Durnstein.</p><p>Alternatively, join our Guided hike to Diirnstein castle or embark on a guided bike
touring the Wachau region, passing terraced vineyards, castles and ruins along the way, before
arriving where your Star-Ship is docked in Diirnstein.</p><p>In the afternoon we arrive in Dlrnstein;
a small town nestled in the heart of the Wachau wine region. You'll have the chance to hike to the
medieval ruins of Diirnstein Castle, the site where King Richard | was held prisoner following his
return from the Third Crusade, and part of the UNESCO World Heritage-listed Wachau Cultural
Landscape, a place peppered with natural lookout points that highlight the beauty of the
