<p><p>The second-largest city in the Netherlands and the busiest port in Europe, Rotterdam is a
modern multicultural hub. Its historic centre was largely destroyed by German bombing in World
War II, and the subsequent reconstruction efforts utilised a patchwork of architectural styles,
forever altering the city’s skyline. It is home to the tallest commercial and residential buildings in
the country, a visual symbol of Rotterdam’s spirit of
innovation.</p></p><p><strong>EmeraldPLUS</strong><br /><span>Private visit to the
Mauritshuis and orientation walk in The Hague<br />Visit the royal and administrative capital of the
Netherlands, The Hague. Set on the North Sea coast, the city is home to a thriving cultural and
culinary scene, historical monuments, and the International Court of Justice. Within your guided
tour, you’ll visit the beautiful Mauritshuis museum, home to the best of Dutch painting from the age
of Rembrandt and Vermeer, including the famous Girl with A Pearl
Earring.</span></p><p><strong>EmeraldACTIVE</strong><br /><span>Cycling and tasting tour of
Rotterdam<br />Meet your local guide for a cycling tour.

Although its history stretches back more than 2,000 years, it also has a youthful vibe
thanks to its large university, as well as beautiful scenery, lush green spaces and world-class
museums.</p></p><p><strong>Included Excursion</strong><br /><span>Walking tour of
Nijmegen<br />Join a walking tour through the town centre, exploring its architectural wonders,
rich history and charming streets. From Roman relics to medieval architecture, you’ll explore the
city's landmarks, including the Valkhof Park and St. Stephen's Church, while learning about

/><span>Cycling tour of Nijmegen<br />Join your fellow travellers on a guided cycling tour of
Nijmegen. Ride along the River Waal and learn about the city during Roman times and under the
rule of Charlemagne, as well as the role Nijmegen played in World War
II.</span></p><p><strong>EmeraldPLUS</strong><br /><span>Shanty choir<br />On board this
evening, enjoy a performance from a traditional Dutch fishermen’s choir.

With more than 100km (62 miles) of
canals lined with grand merchant houses and crossed by more than 1,700 bridges, it’s no wonder
the Dutch capital is often called the Venice of the North. The city comes especially alive in spring,
when its streets and parks bloom in a riot of colours.</p></p><p><strong>Included
Excursion</strong><br /><span>Visit to Keukenhof Gardens<br />This morning, you’ll visit the
iconic Keukenhof Gardens, boasting 32 hectares (79 acres) of spring-flowering bulbs. Open only
from March to May each year, more than seven million bulbs are planted, including 800 varieties of
tulips. This area is infused with delightful aromas and a swathe of vibrant colours. Soak in the
sights of tulips, hyacinths, and orchids of every colour, creating an expertly arranged pattern of
beauty. You will also see statues commissioned by world-renowned artists, each adopting the
annual theme.</span></p><p><strong>DiscoverMORE</strong><br /><span>Visit to the flower
auction at Royal FloraHolland in Aalsmeer (extra expense)<br />Wake early to visit the largest floral
market in the world, the Flower Auction at Royal Flora Holland in Aalsmeer. Be amazed by the
brokers working the bustling floor, where more than 45 million flowers change hands every day.<br

/><span>Hidden gems of Amsterdam (extra expense)<br />Explore a quieter, more authentic side



of Amsterdam on this relaxed and personal tour through the city’s hidden treasures. Visit the
historic Jordaan area and a charming chocolate shop for a sweet treat. Continue through some of
the city’s most beautiful streets to Our Lord in the Attic, a 17th-century house with a fully preserved
Catholic church in its attic. Finish with a beer and snacks at a local brewery.<br />Activity level:
